FOR PEACE AND HUMAN NEEDS: Disarm Now!

Militarization of the world's economy, nuclear war and environmental destruction threaten peace and the existence of the human race. The use of conventional weapons in ongoing wars - in particular Afghanistan, Iraq, Pakistan, Africa, South America - is killing, maiming and displacing millions of innocent civilians.
While nuclear and conventional armaments continue to be made at the cost of $1.5 Trillion each year and used at the cost of death and destruction, THE WORLD'S ECONOMY IS IN CRISIS, tens of millions are without jobs and income and hundreds of millions lack the basic elements for life - food, clothing, shelter, medical care, education, peace: millions roam the earth seeking jobs or avoiding war; millions lack clean drinking water; a child dies every minute from disease or lack of nourishment.
Against this background, the Review of the Nuclear Non Proliferation Treaty (NPT) is taking place at the United Nations in New York in May. Momentum is building across the political spectrum for nuclear weapons abolition by the rich and militarily powerful states. For nuclear abolition to become a reality, however, there must include dramatic reductions in conventional armaments as well. The resulting freed resources, equal to a Trillion and a half U.S. dollars every year, can and must be used for human needs and to address the environmental crisis. For this to become a reality, we must mobilize the voices of millions throughout the world. A global petition calling for nuclear abolition is being circulated to collect 12 million signatures that will be presented to the United Nations during the NPT Review.

Most countries have signed the Nuclear nonProliferation Treaty (NPT) agreeing not to obtain nuclear weapons if those states that already have them dismantle and destroy theirs AND if they negotiate disarmament. The nuclear powers have failed to negotiate either nuclear or conventional disarmament. Thus proliferation of nuclear weapons continues and raises the frightening possibility that these horrible weapons will be used against us.
We must demand concrete steps, not stepwise reductions that leave the nuclear war danger in place, for TOTAL ABOLITION of nuclear weapons.
